Minister’s Musings
One of the most memorable sermons I’ve heard was preached
by a lay member of the First Unitarian Church of Oakland, Laila
Ibrahim. In this sermon, I was challenged to imagine Unitarian
Universalism as the next world religion. I chuckled nervously at this
suggestion at first, but the clarity, groundedness, and warmth of

Laila’s message took hold of me.

What zf Unitarian Universalism had the scope and influence of
an emerging world religion? How would the world be different? How
would you feel if the word “religious” became commonly associated
more with our first and seventh principles—honoring the worth and
dignity of all people, and respecting the interdependence of life—than
with a vengeful deity? Can you imagine a UU General Assembly
(GA) outside of North America, where English was only one of many

languages?

Sometimes I find myself enjoying a feeling of moral superiority
at being in a perpetually minority religious tradition, “small in
numbers, but great (sort-of) in influence.” But what if we were a
visible part of the landseape in the U.S., Canada,and many other
countries? Are we willing to trade the emotional gratification of being
a fringe critic and take the hard shots of being a center-stage player?

And if so, what would it take for us to get there?

We'll be exploring these issues this month in worship. See you at

Old hands here at UUCE are used to our peculiar way of doing

The
Board of Trustees has approved the Strategic Planning Committee’s
recommended structure of a Building Project Oversight Committee (BPOC)
and five working groups. The BPOC is pretty much what it sounds like,
a collection of dedicated UUCErs who are guiding other church volunteers
as they grapple with all the ins and outs of our search for a new home. It’s
complicated stuff, but not so overwhelming if you think of the BPOC as an
umbrella--open, of course, this is Oregon! The ribs holding the umbrella open
are the five working groups, all covering distinct areas. Here’s a brief rundown
of what they’re doing:
Shared Values Matrix—FEvaluating how our UU values will be represented in
our new home
Property Search-Researching and recommending to the congregation the best
site for our new church building
Capital Campaign—Helping the congregation raise money for our new church
home
Financing=Working out the nuts & bolts of financing the land purchase,
construction loan, and permanent mortgage
Communications & PR-Keeping our congregation and local community in the
loop about what’s going on

Whew! That’s a lot of info to absorb all at once. Not to worry, there
won’t be any pop quizzes, but we still hope UU’all will keep up with news as
it unfolds. This is an exciting new chapter in the life of our congregation! We

Coordinating Council Meeting

On Sept. 22", seventeen committee chairs and friends attended the
Coordinating Council meeting, presided over by Sarah Hendrickson, Board
vice president. Ann Fuller circulated a report from the ad hoc Bulletin Board
Committee that included seven recommendations concerning the uses of
current and future bulletin boards and the areas nearby, especially near the

bathrooms off the sanctuary.

We also discussed updating a 2004 Manual for Committee Chairs,
designed to help committee chairs by gathering a lot of information. We
noted that, in general, agendas and minutes of committee meetings should
be sent to Kim Harris, Church Administrator, and Suzanne Whaley, Board
secretary, for the church records. Related articles for the newsletter,
UUpdate, or orders of service, should be sent to Kim and Martha Osgood,
church webster.

The Rev. Ernest Whitesmith succeeded Rev. Eddy and remained for
eight years as minister of what came to be called The Community Liberal
Church of Lane County. He, his wife, Isabelle, and their two children, Ben
and Jean, came in the fall of 1927. During this time the church grew rapidly
and the membership extended out into other communities as well. Part of the
reason for this success was Whitesmith’s Sunday sermon broadcasts on
KORE. Church attendance was soon straining the little church at 11th and
Ferry. Innumerable public forums were held for discussion of public problems
that were especially vital during those first years of the Depression. Rev.
Whitesmith’s appreciation of poetry and his ability to quote the Victorian
poets from memory also contributed to the fond regard of the attendees.

A great number of welfare projects, (W.P.A. nursery schools, clothing
drives, Migrant Camp volunteer service at Skinner Butte) were in full swing
due to the Depression. Rev. Whitesmith and his wife were sincere
humanitarians and personally participated in many of these. The pastorate of
Rev. Whitesmith was most significant in bringing the Unitarian Church
before the people of Eugene as an important factor in the religious life of the
community.

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called, the Rev. Herbert Higginbotham. This turned out to be the largest
disaster ever to befall our small church. Like the European upheaval of that
period, the church was shaken by warring factions and ideologies.
Higginbotham, labeled a communist by many, brought into the church others
whom the old-time members did not appreciate, leading to a split and a
closing of the church for a period of years. After a couple of years, guest
speakers were invited to fill the pulpit, notably Dr. Breen of U of O and a
graduate student there, Mr. Merriam. These two gave their time freely. At the
same time, Mr. & Mrs. Jim Bryant had opened the kitchen and fireplace room
for what they called “Friendly House.” The door was always open, a fire in the
grate, easy chairs, and in the kitchen, coffee and sandwiches for any passerby.
Sidney Peterman, a student from the Starr King School at Berkeley, came with
the understanding that he would conduct the Sunday service in return for the
use of the manse while he was completing his university studies.
