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Notes From The Board Of Trustees

Much has changed since you last heard from your Board of Trustees
(BOT). UUCE has called Rev. Steve Landale, UUCErs voted to find a
better property, we approved our Five Year Plan, and we've created the
Building Project Oversight Committee (BPOC). This new year is just the
right time to check in.

Our church community is now well into our shared ministry with
Rev. Steve. Over the past severabnths, the BOT has been shaping its
ministry with him, beginning with a retreat last September and building on
that with our covenanting gatheringn November. Though distinctly
different in focus, the two events deetail nicely. Both addressed the roles
and responsibilities of the Board and the minister.

At the retreat, the BOT set goalsnd priorities for the new church
year, devised plans for reaching them, and began to build our bond with
Rev. Steve. Our spiritual work at th retreat was revealed as questions
bubbled up. How should we best support each other and ourselves in
keeping the work of the Board spirituband collaborative? The answers were
both pragmatic and fluid, self evient and more ethereal. There were a
myriad of responses to the first part of the question. Less surprising was the
unified response to the second partVe agreed that clear and positive
communication is essential, betweer! staff and volunteers, if we are to
continue our value-based decision-mailg. Not until our church community
sustains healthy relationships throughout 2008, will we know that we’ve
been communicating clearly and compassionately.

Your Board is the elected goveing body of UUCE, responsible for
its direction. Last fall we asked ourseés to examine what we need to do.
How can we do it more efficiently?What should we do more of? What
should we do less of? How can we best support our staff and volunteers?
How can we help shepherd the comggation through a rollercoaster of
changes? We continue to ask oselves these guiding questions.

On a more nuts-and-bolts levelwe must recognize that just as
UUCE is undergoing tremendous transitbns, so too is the nature and the
volume of work. There has been agxplosion of committees and working
groups as we become more de-cenieged. It sometimes feels as if we're
swimming in alphabet soup with alihe new acronyms floating around—SPC,

BPOC, BOT!--but this soup nourishes our church with its hard work.

Be grateful to your fellow UUCErs who are serving you in this way. Find
them, talk to them, voice your concera freely. Isn’t that who we are and
what we do best?

Last November your BOT and other church leaders met with
Rev. Steve for a covenainigy workshop, led by RevGretchen Woods. She
asked us to describe wdi expectations and responsibilities we had of our
Minister, our Board and ourselves. Theesults did not surprise anyone and
she commented that we were “nicglaligned,” which we all found
reassuring!

One of the concepts we examined was the partnership between the
minister and the Board. Neither supeiges the other. The minister is
responsible for the spiritual health ofhe congregation. Heconcentrates on
worship, pastoral concerns, and the spiritual vision of our community. He
heads up all our programs and is the chief of staff.

The Board and other leaders are responsible for the material and
physical plane of the Church, which ioludes the building, infrastructure,
finances, and systems that sustain UUCE. We support our staff, foster
transparency with our members and iiends, and are rgmnsible for the
stewardship of our church community. We try to support the whole of
UUCE by working with all its essential parts.

We were reminded that a covenais a promise, an agreement,
and a process, not a single event. Our eenant will always need attention.
We will revisit it again and again as our own spiritual practice. In
developing appreciative inquiry and mual support, we must ask if what
we are doing and how we are doingaligns with our shared values and our
better selves. Still, there is room antiime for silence, for deepening our
values and reaffirming our goals. Scotlme end by asking you what is
spiritual or joyful about the churchwork you do? How do you get your
spiritual or religious needs met beyondervices? How can we all, working
together, increase the spiritual and yéul nature of our service to this
blessed community?

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Your Facilities Council At Work

The Council is working with the new Accessibility Committee on
improving accessibility from the parkig area. The Council determined that
no parking should be allowed alonthe church sidewalk down near the
street, beyond where it isurrently restricted to handicapped parking and is
marked with blue. We plan to painthe edge in yellow and have signs
indicating: NO PARKING, LOADIN G ZONE. We also plan to paint
white lines on the sides of the pathay leading down to the RE area.

We are also planning on installing recessed door hinges for the
more-nearly-ADA-compliant restrooms, increasing access by about two
inches.

Ed Zack has installed lights at #hupper end of the pathway leading
down to RE, using low-voliage power with buried lirs. He is donating the
materials and his time.

Bob Kaeser has worked on sevérgems in the church office. He
sanded the top of the minister’s door toelieve the wedging of the door in
the jamb, replaced a lock on one dfie Archives filing cabinets, and fixed
the fan in the office restroom. Bob also donated the track lighting in the
ceiling between the coat rack and ¢éhlavatories. Our newest Council
member, Kylia Bussey, installed the lights.

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UUCE History, Present Church, continued

The Unitarian Church in Eugene began by meeting in homes starting
in the fall of 1909. Over the years, elatively small goup of dedicated
members maintained the presence afliberal religious group in the
community.

In 1959, the small congregation €&&d space limits in their old
building at 11" and Ferry. One of the members, a psychologist, was looking
for property near downtown for a reseanh institute and offered a good price
for the building and the house next dogrformerly used asa manse. The offer
was accepted, the congretjgn vacated thebuilding, and began meeting in
Frances Willard School. Wite there, the then minister, the Rev. James
Meade, left and the group simultaneously began the search for a new
minister, affordable land, and started eapital fund drive. A piece of land in
the southeast hills was found and money raised for the purchase. Grant
Seder, an architect and member of the congregation, began drawing up plans
for the new building even as the congregation also undertook the ministerial
search.

The congregation appealed for money to the American Unitarian
Association (AUA), to sister churches throughout the Paific Conference,
and to members, friends, and local citizens who felt the continued presence
of a liberal church was important fothe community. Members of the church
also contributed time and talent as "sweat equity" to keep down the costs.

By 1962, building was well underwagt the new location and that fall
the Rev. Carl J. Nelson arrived and began his ministry. The present building
at 477 East 40 was completed at the end of January 1963, and the first
service in the new building took placen February 14, 1963. The total cost
of the new building was $70,000. Gtent assessment is about $800,000
including land, though the real market value may well be higher.
