UUCE CONGREGATIONAL SURVEY RESULTS — October 2006

The Ministerial Search Committee is happy to report that over 300 of the surveys were returned out
of more than 470 mailed out to members and friends on our mailing list. The overall response rate
was about 65% but 75% of members returned surveys.

As is typical of UU congregations, we are a
middle aged and older group with few
members in their 20s and 30s. We also
have many people who are 70 and over.

The ratio of 70% women to 30% men among
respondents compares to a ratio of 64% to
36% ten years ago and 63% to 37% twenty
years ago. This trend may reflect the fact that
we have had only female ministers for the
last 22 years. It is also possible that women
were more responsive to the efforts to
increase the return rate with reminder calls.

The number of women identifying as either
Lesbian or Bisexual (three quarters of the
22 bisexuals) suggests that the
congregation is seen as a welcoming one
by these groups. However, the number of
gay or bisexual men is so small that it is
clear we are doing an even poorer job with
these groups than we are doing with men
in general.

Two thirds of the respondents are in
committed relationships but among men
the figure rises to 83%. Presumably this
reflects the fact that men are more likely to
come to church with a partner than they are
by themselves.

Of the 121 children reported, 110 or 91% attend the Religious Education program. Some 77
people reported having children of an age to be in the RE program which is just over a quarter of
those returning surveys. However, since two-parent households were asked to have only one
person report the children the actual percentage of respondents with children is higher,

perhaps closer to 35%.

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29. What are the main things you would like the congregation to accomplish or get involved
in within the next three to five years?

Resolving space and growth issues was easily the most mentioned goal. Some expressed
preferences either for staying where we are or for moving but most just wish to move forward on
solving this problem. This seems to be evidence that the Strategic Planning Committee is
doing a good job educating the congregation on this issue.

The second and third most frequently stated goals are the overlapping areas of visibility in
the community and social action. Some people emphasized the need to be living our values in
such areas as homelessness, environmental issues and antiwar activities. Others were not so
much concerned with specific issues as with simply having the larger community be more
aware of our presence and our values.
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Another area mentioned by many was community building although the ideas for how to do
this covered a very wide spectrum including increasing cultural diversity, minorities, and youth;
doing a better job welcoming newcomers; getting the Caring Committee functioning again; as
well as many other ideas.

The need for more adult RE and other adult programs drew many mentions. Worship
service issues included many contradictory suggestions such as more spiritual or more
intellectual sermons; more formal or less formal services; the desire for kids not to be part of
the upstairs service and also praise for the regular inclusion of families in the service. Money
came up in connection with the need for a continuing Stewardship Committee and in specific
recommendations for more staff such as an assistant minister and an assistant DRE.

Finally, several people want more interdenominational contacts with other churches in our
community. Also several want a friendlier, more supportive relationship with the Springfield UU
Fellowship.

30. Are there any other issues you would like the Ministerial Search Committee to consider
in choosing our next minister?

The answers to this question were extremely varied and it was not possible to prioritize the
issues raised but certain areas of concern that got repeated mentions can be identified. One of
these was the preferred type of sermon with about equal numbers wanting more intellectually
challenging sermons and more spiritual sermons. Two people expressed this difference with
references to our two parent denominations, one saying they wanted more Universalist rather
than Unitarian sermons and the other wanting just the opposite. Other people were concerned
more with the speaking ability of the minister rather than with the content of her or his sermons.

As might be expected from the answers to question 29 there were many who want a minister
who will be active in social justice issues and who will be a visible presence in the larger
community. On the other hand, there were some who feel that UUs are already doing enough in
the community and want the minister to provide a safe haven on Sundays where people can
replenish their spirits instead of being continually reminded of all that remains to be done in the
world.

Another common topic was the need for an experienced minister. Specifically, mentions
were made both for the need for someone with experience with capital campaigns and for
someone who has led a church through the transition from pastoral to program status. Others,
focusing more on the future than on a minister’s past, hope for someone who will stay for a
long time.

Some want a minister who will be a hands-on administrator while others want someone
who will not micromanage. Personal warmth and psychological maturity also drew a number of
mentions.
