Green Sanctuary
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President’s Message

In my December President’s Message, I mentioned that
Rev. Alicia asked the Boatd to read a very short but
challenging book by UU consultant Michael Durall, and 1
offered two contrasting visions of church life taken from
the pages of that book. Those of you who attended church
today, December 12, will have heard Rev. Alicia refer to
UUCE becoming a Public Church. The descriptions I
offered you last month correspond, more or less, to a
public versus a private church. A private church focuses
almost exclusively on the needs and wishes of its members.
It is inward focused. A public church, on the other hand,
while not ignoring the needs of its members, focuses
attention and resources on the community beyond its
walls, not just the community within them. A public
church expects commitment, not consumetism, on the
part of its members.

UUCE has taken a few steps on the road towards
becoming a public church. Once a month, we give our
offering to an organization, usually local, which
exemplifies our UU values. Last year, after years of
discussion and planning, we made the deliberate decision
to leave our comfortable, peaceful wooded setting for a
more centrally located, more visible, more accessible and
less private setting. And now, a substantial number of our
members and friends are working to transform the build-
ing we purchased into our new church home and, in the
process, receiving as much or more than they give, as they,
we, experience a new dimension of building community.

At our December Board meeting, with much appreciated
guidance from Rev. Alicia, we affirmed our commitment
to the vision of UUCE as a public church and provided the
Committee On Congtregational Ministry with the broad
outline for a new mission statement which will reflect this
commitment, and will also be easy to remember and, we
hope, inspire others to want to join with us in the
fulfillment of our mission. I am sure you will be hearing
more from both the Board and COCM about this in the
coming months.

At its next meeting, the Board will begin to discuss neces-
sary steps on the road to providing UUCE with a govern-
ance structure that is better suited to a growth-oriented
church with hundreds of members and a lot going on. And
we will also be turning our attention to stewardship, which
is an essential part of our plans for the future. (cont....)

We are looking forward to an exciting and challenging new
year, which will see us leave our comfortable and familiar
surroundings for the new church home we are working so
hard to prepare. Working together, forgiving the occasional
misstep and assuming the best of intent on the part of oth-
ers when misunderstandings arise, we will rise to the chal-
lenges that face us during this next year.

NEW HOME NEWS

Work continues daily at our new church home at
1685 West 13th Street. Despite our announced "no
work" on Wednesday or Thursday, we continue to
average the same number of volunteers seven
days a week. Framing for rooms has begun, the fire
suppression system is being dismantled and the
sanctuary is full of lumber sorted by type and size.

Because the newsletter deadline is so early, almost
any information offered will be out of date by Janu-
ary 1. For a daily update and progress report, you
can sign up to receive a daily email at
400days@uueugene.org or read them on the
church website under 400 Days. Paper copies are
in a notebook in the hallway at church.

During the past month thousands of bricks were
cleaned, wainscotting and oak flooring sanded,
concrete cuts made for new plumbing, chair seats
and backs cleaned, beams and wire stripped,
boards de-nailed, insulation installed, and further
demolition completed. We don't anticipate any slow
down in work over the holidays and look forward to
a very busy January. Volunteers of all skill levels
are welcome to help, with major work days being
Friday through Tuesday from 9am to 4pm, except
Sunday Noon to 4. Snacks, plus hot and cold
beverages provided!

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NOTES FROM THE COORDINATING COUNCIL

Twelve church leaders participated in a good meeting
of the Coordinating Council on Saturday, December 11.

Elliot Mclntire reported on the Board's action regarding
our budget. Itis all good news as we move from a
"scarcity" culture to an "abundance" culture. When the
books for the 2009-2010 church year were closed, it
was realized that we had over $40,000 more in reserve
than previously thought. In addition, pledges this fall
have been coming in faster than expected. For these
reasons, the Board has moved to deal with items that
were important but not included in the 2010-2011
budget. The board authorized the Executive Committee
to allocate funds to bring our staff compensation into
line with UUA guidelines, to increase our office staff to
provide additional support to our programs, and to
provide funding for a number of other items that are
currently unfunded. The Personnel Committee and the
Budget Committee are being consulted by the Board
regarding these actions.

Ken Ross stated that Mary Brau has been chair of the
Personnel Committee for about three years. In Febru-
ary or March, Hilary Gerdes and Ken joined the commit-
tee. Mary has been ill, so she has resigned from the
committee. Betty Hosokawa has rejoined the commit-
tee, and Ken has agreed to serve as the new chair.

With the Council's encouragement, Bob Coleman has
taken on the task of creating a "Question Box" for the
church. The purpose of this box will be to make it
possible for a person, having a question about some
process or aspect of the church, to get an answer
simply, quickly, and from someone in the church who is
qualified to give the answer. The plan is have a box
available at the church on Sundays and to have a
virtual "box" on our website that will be accessible at all
times. At the meeting, Bob circulated a two-page
handout articulating the purpose and process of the
"question box" and providing a detailed list of steps that
Bob will follow. Bob made it clear that he won't try to
answer most of the questions, but he will forward them
to the appropriate person or group, and he will make
sure the questions get answered.

There was a lot of discussion regarding ways to honor
congregants who've contributed generously (with time,
treasure, or other means) to the new church or other
major church projects. The discussion could be
summarized as: It is important to thank and honor
people for all of their contributions in a fair and
even-handed manner. There are plans to do a better
job of this in a sensitive manner.
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SIGN UP TO BE A
T CHALICE LIGHTER

We are seeking additional people to
sign up as Chalice Lighters, a pro-
gram which helps support membership growth pro-
jects for UU congregations throughout the Pacific
Northwest District. Approximately 20% of our
members have become Chalice Lighters by agree-
ing to donate at least $15 no more than three times
per year. This is not just a one year commit-
ment. You will stay a Chalice Lighter until you
notify the District office that you no longer want to
participate. Yes, we need at least 30% of our
members to sign up in order for our church to ap-
ply for a grant, but even if we get a grant (which
could be as much as $20,000), everyone is ex-
pected to continue supporting the program. These
grants have helped fund wonderful projects in our
district and being a member is a great way to be
involved in the wider UU community.
