The deadline for the September newsletter looms before me, 

but my mind is in vacation mode.  For me, the good thing 

about getting away from a place of work is the ability to see 

things more clearly from  a distance,, Some of the pieces I 

previously could not fit into the puzzle of UUCE are falling 

into place.   

 

I received a call with the news that our move to the new 

location will be delayed for an indefinite period of time.  As 

your Interim Minister, the first year of my work contained a 

great deal of focus on helping the congregation make the 

transition. So, there is some disappointment because we 

have to wait for the physical move to the material building, 

but there are plenty of opportunities to carry on with changes 

that will define the mission and the vision of UUCE.

There is a woman playing her guitar and 

singing, and I swear -- she looks and sounds just like Tracy 

Chapman.  In another area there are four Tuva Throat 

Singers from Mongolia.  Amazing!  A man with two sticks 

joined by a thin piece of rope and a pan of soap water is 

making huge bubbles, aiming a few toward a height that 

children can reach.  This seems to be a place where 

everybody can show up and feel comfortable.  I understand 

why this is where many well-known artists have lived and 

worked.  Anyone who has chosen a lifestyle considered non-

traditional by mainstream society could find a place 

here.  How is this kind of environment created?  It feels good 

and it feels right.  I know that many of you are looking 

forward to being in a large space with a lot going on and 

people of all ages, from a broad swath of backgrounds and 

places come together..   

 

The delay in moving may feel like an unwelcome stall to 

some of us, but the question is how we will respond. In my 

mind's eye, I can see the sign that Jake posts for the group 

he leads.  "Calm and Abiding Presence."  I hope to carry this 

with me into the new church year.  What would you like to 

bring as we begin again?

As you know from recent meetings, the extraordinary 
frugality of the Building Project Oversight Committee 
has reduced the total costs of renovations for our 
new church home to $1.7 million, less than half the 
original estimate! We have completed a large portion 
of the renovations but we need additional funds to 
finish the project and meet the city’s requirements 
to bring the building up to code and obtain our 

occupancy permit. 

 

UUCE members and friends have been very generous 
with their time, talent and treasure and that will 
need to continue for a bit longer so we can get into 
our new building and start the next chapter of our 

congregation together. 

 

We have a multi-part strategy for obtaining the 
remaining funding to finish our building and you 
can help! 

 

 The negotiating team will be investigating 
whether our new site has increased in value due 
to all the fabulous renovations that have taken 
place in recent months and whether any such 
increase may allow us to obtain additional 

financing for the project. 

 As soon as we have enough Chalice Lighters 
signed up with the UUA Pacific Northwest 
District, we will apply for a grant that may 
generate $15,000-$20,000. Please help by signing

Budget Adjustments 
 

At the August Board meeting, the Board of 

Trustees approved several changes to the budget 

for this fiscal year. The changes included 

reinstatements of funding for salaries that had 

been reduced in the original version passed by 

the Congregation in June, additions to committee 

and program budgets, and additions for staff 

insurance to meet our most recent benefit plan. 

There were also a few income and expense 

reductions based on new information and revised 

estimates that should be more accurate than the 

originals. 

 

The net outcome of the revisions was to authorize 

an additional draw from Church reserves, above 

the draw approved by the Congregation in June. 

The total draw now authorized from reserves is 

approximately $45,500, and will leave a nearly 

equal amount in the Reserve Fund. Only a few 

hundred dollars were required from the Reserve 

Fund to balance last fiscal year’s books, which 

left enough in the fund to comfortably make these 

budget adjustments. 

 

The revised budget will be posted on the Church 

website in the Budget Committee section.  

 Fundraisers directed at the wider community to 
raise awareness of the church and benefit the 

building project. 

 Obtaining additional stretch gifts from UUCE 
members and friends. One household has indicated 
that for the upcoming year they are going to re-
direct all their charitable giving to the church, as 
well as their giving to their grandchildren’s college 
funds (they are not nearing college age), in order 
to give an additional gift to the church building 
project in 2012. Another household is postponing a 
bathroom remodel and the landscaping, drainage 
and driveway resurfacing for their home and 
redirecting those funds to help finish the building. 
These are very personal decisions for everyone—
please think of ways that will work for you. We are 
building a legacy for the future of our 
congregation. It is amazing what we have 
accomplished together so far and how we will be 
able to translate that energy into greater 
community and social action once we finish this 
once-in-a-lifetime project!

death.  Relatives and caretakers of others who may 

be nearing life’s end will also find the course 

helpful.  Forty-five UUCEers have already 

completed the course in three previous offerings. 

  

Together, we will delve into the practical, legal, 

spiritual, personal, familial, and financial aspects 

of end-of-life matters.  Always, emphasis will be 

on choices and alternatives and their meaning to 

you and your loved ones.  Our minister and a  

number of guest speakers from the larger 

community will offer their expertise and lead our 

explorations into the choices that await us. 

  

Practical topics include health care planning and 

services available to those approaching death, how 

to get your affairs in order and lighten the load for 

your survivors, legal matters and how Oregon laws 

might impact your choices, and the various means 

of disposing of remains.  More personal and 

spiritual topics include how to talk about death 

with your loved ones and make your wishes 

known,  the various ways to commemorate a life 

and a death, and how to leave a heritage more 

precious than material goods.The course was 

developed and will be led by UUCE members 

Audrey Maslin, Ph.D and Sally O’Donnell, LCSW 

– a retired counseling psychologist and a practicing  

clinical social worker.
