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President’s Message

At its November 11 meeting, the UUCE board chose
governance and leadership development as its priorities
for the remainder of this church year, and quite possibly
beyond. Also at that meeting, Rev. Alicia distributed
several copies of a short but very challenging book
entitled ““The Almost Church Revitalized” by Michael
Durall, which she encouraged us to read as background
for our December discussion of the role of the board in
a church of our size.

One significant result of governance and organizational
change will be a more well-defined answer to questions
of responsibility, authority and accountability for all areas
of church life. As Durall says, our challenge is to change
from a top-down structure to a bottom-up, permission-
granting, team-oriented model centered around the
spiritual giftedness of our members. Another outcome of
successful governance change will be that the board will
have the time and energy for more “big picture” think-
ing.” We will be able to engage in more outcome- and
mission-oriented discussions with program and other
church leaders, rather than concentrating on the details
of day to day church operations.

There is, naturally, a lot of focus on the reconstruction
of our new church home. Pretty much everybody who
spends even a small amount of time there comes away
astounded by the scope of the undertaking, and those
who are participating in the work comment repeatedly
on the extra special feeling that they get as a result of
their participation with others working on this project.
But with all the excitement and enthusiasm surrounding
the work on the physical space, let us not forget that the
building is not the church. The building will provide us
with a more central location and a much larger space
than we have now. But it is up to us to decide how we
want to use that space and how we want to be seen in
our much more visible new location. Here are a couple
of contrasting excerpts from Michael Durall’s book.

“Many church members may perceive no need for the
congregation to seck a future that is appreciably different
from today. ... In many congregations, members enjoy
the preaching, the music, the fellowship, the coffee, the
church's programs, their kid's Sunday school, participat-
ing in a book discussion group, and being part of a short-
term outreach project from time to time. Preferably, all
this doesn't cost very much and isn't too inconvenient.
The church meets their needs.”

For congregations that have little motivation to widen
their vision or challenge members to a higher calling,
the fundamental question becomes whether content-
ment is a valid goal. UU minister Julie-Ann Silberman-
Bunn believes that hotels and day spas are in the satis-
faction business, but congregations are not.

She writes, “A church is not a place where you are
catered to and pampered. Our congregations are religions
communities, sanctuaries for those in need, safe havens,
and respites from the chaos of the world. Churches
neither expect nor guarantee your satisfaction.”

She further suggests that people harbor a misunder-
standing of religious life. They come into churches and
sit down in the same manner as they enter restaurants
or concert halls, like spectators coming to enjoy what is
prepared for them, what is served up for their senses.”

At its meeting of Thur., 11/11/10, the Board voted to
suspend the current policies regarding management
of the Reserve Fund (Board Policies BUDG.4 &
BUDG.5) pending rewrite of those policies. These
policies are out of date, and suspension of them will
allow the Board to better manage the current Reserve
Fund to both maintain a healthy reserve, and
reallocate some funds to shortfall areas in the current
budget according to the guidelines set forth at the last
Congregational Budget Meeting.

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COORDINATING COUNCIL PASSES PRIVACY POLICY

Sixteen church leaders attended the Coordinating Council
meeting on November 13, 2010. The Privacy Policy below,
which had been crafted by a task force over several
months, was approved. There was also continuing discus-
sion about the future of the Council, which is now intimately
connected with the Board of Trustees' serious look at
church governance. This conversation naturally led to the
major issue of communication in a church this size, which
led to a motion authorizing Bob Coleman to prepare and
post a "Question Box" where it will be readily accessible on
Sundays, probably the Greeters' Table. At least at the be-
ginning, Bob will be responsible for deciding how to handle
the questions received. There was considerable further
discussion on the details, but the motion passed without
dissension. Bob will provide a progress report at the next
Council meeting.

Normally, other committee members will not be
listed unless they volunteer to be a contact person for an
event, announcement, or meeting. Ultimately, the responsi-
bility for privacy in UUCE publications rests with the individ-
ual, so those concerned about preserving their privacy
should consider the risks before volunteering to become a
leader or contact person for a committee or group.

Exceptions where it might be appropriate to list contact
information for all members of a committee could include
the Committee on Congregational Ministry, Pastoral Associ-
ates, and Board members. For other committees, it would
be an option to list committee members who are not the
chair or contact person, with permission but without con-
tact information, so that people in the church will know who
is participating in the various committees.

This policy should be reviewed after a short period of time
to see how it is working and to make changes if needed.

December 19th Collection Benefits Thembanathi

As with the last two years, the recipient will be
Thembanathi, which was started in 2003 by Lindsey
Reynolds, a Ph.D. student at Johns Hopkins University in
public health and anthropology, and a colleague, to support
South African organizations caring for orphans and other
vulnerable children in HIV/AIDS-affected communities.
Lindsey Reynolds grew up attending UUCE.

Thembanathi works with Holy Cross Hospice, an organiza-
tion in KwaZulu-Natal, South Africa that supports families
and children affected by HIV/AIDS in the rural area. Holy
Cross, under the leadership of Sister Priscilla Dlamini,
works to support vulnerable children in the community
through services such as food parcels, school fees, and
home-based care. There is also a preschool for orphans and
other vulnerable children, as well as a hospice and clinic
for adult and young AIDS patients. None of these services
have sustainable funding; they rely on Thembanathi and
others for donations. Transportation for children to and
from the preschool, feeding programs for child-headed
households, home-based care givers, and school fees are all
vital to making this project successful, and all receive
funding from Thembanathi. In its four years of existence,
Thembanathi has raised more than $50,000 for
Holy Cross's programs.
